How to use this project

Tell the class that they are going to write a story
about a holiday where everything goes wrong! Talk
about what could happen and where. Consider the
preparations, the journey, the arrival, and so on.
Discuss what makes a good plot (such as climaxes
and resolutions) and how to make characters sound
real. Children start with an enticing first sentence,
then plan at least two calamities for each page. The
book can extend to any number of pages. Write the
book title on the first right page and start writing
on the next page. The coveris designed to look like
a suitcase with the author's name on the label.

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How to make the book

Using A3 paper,
make a concertina
book as described
on page 40.

Cut a strip of thin card
slightly higher than the
pages inside and 1 cm
wider on each side.

Fold the left edge to

1 ¢cm from the right edge
and unfold. Fold the
right edge to 1 cm from
the left edge and unfold.

Bend in both sides
to make a cover
with a spine.

Glue the first and last
page of the book
inside the covers.

Make two handles from
thin card. Glue them to
the inside edges of the
front and back covers.
Make a label and tie it
to a handle with thread.
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
